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The name “Turtle Island” derives from a Native American creation myth, and creativity has been the hallmark of this 
innovative group.  Defying any easy categorization, TISQ, which is comprised of David Balakrishnan on violin and 
baritone violin, Evan Price on violin, Mads Tolling on viola, and Mark Summer on cello,  has successfully joined a 
classical quartet sensibility with a broad range of American and international styles.  They have made numerous 
successful recordings and have appeared frequently on TV and radio shows including, “The Today Show,” “All Things 
Considered,” and “A Prairie Home Companion.”  Yo Yo Ma describes TISQ as, “…a unied voice that truly breaks new 
ground-authentic and passionate-a reection of some of the most creative music-making today.”
 TISQ will be performing its “Outside the Lines” program, a unique balance of jazz and classical traditions.  
Included will be their arrangements of pieces by composers such as Leonard Bernstein, George Gershwin, Dave 
Brubeck, Thelonious Monk, Pat Metheny, J.S. Bach, Chick Corea, Antonio Vivaldi, Egberto Gismonti, Ludwig Van 
Beethoven, Paquito D’Rivera, Maurice Ravel, Peter Tchaikovsky, and Frank Zappa as well as their own compositions.    
An important element of their performances is improvisation, which they see as the opportunity for themselves and 
their audience to explore uncharted musical territory.
